	Because this writer misspells many simple words, the spelling does interfere with the reader’s ability to stay on task.

	The writer does provide major supporting ideas with examples.  Consider providing support for one of the ideas with another type of support: facts, personal experiential knowledge and statistics.

	Does the writer think the prompt leads him to write to President George W. Bush? The last paragraph appears to also address our president. If so, this type of logic is confusing and leads the reader astray.


Teaching Tips:
1.  Use this paper as an example of the need to read the prompt carefully.  The writer’s statements lose credibility because it is apparent that he assumed this paper was to be written to our country’s president when the prompt clearly states that the paper is to be written to the network president.  Help students by having them analyze the “task” statement in several sample prompts and caution them about making assumptions.  Explain that this assumption might not “fail” this student, but it does cause his arguments to lose credibility.
2.  The paper provides major supporting details and an example from specific episodes for each major supporting detail.  While this is a strength of the paper, students could provide more detail about the episodes and/or expand the sections where the writer applies the information from the show to real life. Ask students to choose one of the three body paragraphs and to expand it by filling in more detail or adding sentences to explain real life applications of the show’s information.  Also, ask students to proofread their own work and make sure that they avoid sentence formation and spelling errors.
