Expectations

Emmer, Everston, and Worsham (2003) It is not possible for a teacher to conduct instruction or for students to work productively if they do not have guidelines. The absence of ritual and routines can waste large amounts of time and causes student’s attention and interest to wane.

Assess, clarify, and communicate needs and expectations.
Student and teacher needs, rights, and expectations should be openly discussed on the first day of class and reviewed periodically as a preventive measure.
Basic Needs, which provide the foundation for all motivation, are: to be loving and connected to others; to achieve a sense of competence and personal power; to act with a degree of freedom and autonomy; to experience joy and fun; and to survive. (Choice Theory, Wm. Glasser)
Student needs/rights/expectations: 
Students Basic Rights are to learn without being disrupted by others. They expect the teacher to facilitate the learning by setting limits on disruptive student behavior. 

Expectations of the Student: The student is expected to come prepared to class with appropriate class materials and a willingness to learn. The students are expected to behave respectfully to the teacher and to other students. Furthermore, the student is expected to accept the consequences of misbehavior. 

Teachers needs/rights/expectations: 
Teachers need the full attention of each student. They have the right to establish optimal learning environments. They expect behavior that contributes to optimal student growth. Further expectations of the teacher: The teacher is expected to implement diverse curricula, which meet the students' needs (listed above), to provide stimulating and useful lessons. Furthermore, the teacher is expected to use exemplary practices that motivate students to engage in worthwhile learning activities.
