Venn Diagrams and Set Notation
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Set:  A collection of numbers {1, 2, 3, 4, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 12}
Empty set or null set:  A set containing no numbers. 

Union:  Set of ALL numbers in both sets.  Union of sets A and B {1, 2, 3, 4, 6, 8, 9, 10, 12}
Intersection:  Set containing all of the elements in common {6, 12}

Complement:  All numbers not in any of the sets.    A  {1, 5, 3, 7, 9, 11} and B  {1, 5, 7, 11, 2, 4, 8, 10}

Subset:  when every element in one set is in another set.  R{1, 2} and T{1, 2, 3}.  R is a subset of T because all of the numbers in R are in T.
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
