These are issues to take into consideration concerning identification of vocabulary in the content areas for acceleration and unit planning.

· Selected words, even when based on required curriculum standards, will vary depending on:

· individual student needs.

· textbook and other resources used.

· Be cautious not to overload students with too many words, but do not omit critical concepts.

· Remember to include “test talk” – the words that students need to understand to navigate standardized testing successfully.

· Vocabulary for language arts/reading will vary considerably depending on the selections used for instruction.

· Be aware of words common to more than one content area.

· If a suggested vocabulary list is developed, stress that it is fluid – teachers should use it as a starting point and add or delete words as needed to best serve students.

· The use of the term “essential vocabulary” may send this wrong message that the list is in stone.
